Camellias, interlocking Cs, and Byzantine crosses frequently appear, blending
heritage with modern edge. 

On the runway, jewellery is not merely an accessory but a central styling force, framing tweed suits, fluid
gowns, and contemporary silhouettes. Each collection experiments with proportion and texture, balancing
opulence with Parisian restraint while reinforcing Chanel's unmistakable identity of timeless sophistication
and daring reinvention.
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
