Typically used by women, these flasks allowed
for the discreet consumption of alcohol in social settings where it was less acceptable for ladies to drink
openly. 

Made from metal, glass, or leather, muff hip flasks combined practicality with subtle elegance, reflecting
both the social norms and the craftsmanship of the time.
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
