Description

The back having a slender panel carved with addorsed leafy-scrolls, above a larger lozenge-carved panel,
the double-scroll profiled cresting set between the round-ended uprights, and carved with paired
flowerheads and pointed leaves atop carved initials 'E P' and a band of trefoil terminal lunettes, the boarded
seat with chip-carved sides, the open arms on inverted baluster-turned supports, their design reversed to
the front legs, joined by plain stretchers all round
