Description

The front of lathe construction, all meandering leaf-carved, the central section hinged as a door, enclosing a
pair of shelves, boarded sides.

Invariably 17th century ventilated mural livery or glass cupboards are constructed with spindle-turned fronts;
the lathe construction used here is rare.
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
