Description

The sheet brass cresting and backplate embossed with stars and bosses, with punched highlights including
hearts, all between a pair of cast brass knopped pillars, the rectangular pan fitted with a pair of wrapped
candle sockets fixed to the pan with tabs and copper rivets, (2)
