Description

Designed with the Annunciation, the Virgin seated before an edifice, an open book on her lap, the
Archangel Gabriel stands before her bearing a sceptre, a lily by his side, framed within and ogee-shaped
roundel, surrounded by tulips, roses and trefoils, border of metallic braid
