Originating in France and traditionally made in silver, an épergne generally has a large central bowl or
basket sitting on three to five feet. From this central bowl radiate branches supporting small baskets,
dishes, or candleholders. There may be between two and seven branches and host a variety of foods,
flowers or candles.
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
