Dimensions are given for the teapot whose capacity is 1.3 litres; approximately eight cups of tea. The
weight given is for all three pieces.

Born in 1793, Benjamnin Smith Il was the eldest son of Benjamin Smith Il, and grandson of B Smith, royal
silversmith to King George Il and "supplier of the finest articles of silverware for the most important
personages of the time".
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
